On August 30, 1985, the Director of Lawyers Professional Responsibility filed
with this court a petition charging respondent JYohn J. Flanagan with 13 counts of
professional misconduct generally arising out of comingling of personal and client funds,
misappropriation of client funds, fraud and deceit in collecting moneys belonging to clients
and appropriating them to his own use. On April 18, 1986, the Director filed a
supplementary petition charging 2 additional counts: one arising out of a conviction of a
felony in the United States Distriet Court for failure to file currency transaction reports as
required by federal law, and for falsification, concealment or cover-up of material facts to
the United States government concerning social security numbers not assigned to him as
well as a count charging that on February 26, 1986, respondent was convicted on his plea of
guilty in Ramsey County Distriet Court to theft of client funds by negotiating insurance
settlement checks on behalf of clients and failing to remit to clients a portion of the
settlement proceeds in 16 separate instances. By stipuiation signed by respondent on June 1,
1986, respondent has unconditionally admitted all the allegations of the various counts of
the Director in the petition and the amended petition. Respondent has acknowledged all his
rights under the Minnesota Rules on Lawyers Professional Responsibility (RLPR). By the

terms of the stipulation, both the Director and the respondent join in recommending that the



appropriate discipline is disbarment pursuant to Rule 15, RLPR.

The court having considered the petitions herein, all supporting documents attached
thereto, and the stipulation between the Director and the respondent,

IT IS NOW ORDERED:

1. The respondent is hereby disbarred from the practice of law in the State of
Minnesota.

2. The respondent shall pay to the Lawyers Professional Responsibility Board $500
in costs pursuant to Rule 24(a), RLPR.
